Background
Aetna Playground is located at 281 – 371 Aetna Street. Amenities include a basketball court and a playground (swing sets, monkey bars, etc.). On-street parking is available near the park.

Key Accessibility Issues
Accessible Routes
The major accessibility issues are the lack of accessible routes from all points of arrival and the lack of an accessible route that connects all the elements in the park (playground, basketball court, etc.). 

Playground

The major accessibility issue is the lack of compliant play elements in the playground (most play elements are old and/or damaged). Also of concern is the lack of accessible routes to each play component and under each play element. 


Order of Magnitude Cost Estimates
· Provide an accessible route from all points of arrival: $13,612
· Provide an accessible route that connects all play elements in the park: $3,622
· Provide accessible surfaces around and under play components (poured-in-place rubber): $7,840
Total: $25,074*
*Cost to replace play structures is not included.

Best Practice and Inclusive Design Recommendations
Best practice and inclusive design recommendations include elements that are not required in the standards but may create enhanced experiences for all users.
· Recommend providing benches near the play elements and at the basketball court.

· Recommend providing an accessible pathway from Orswell Street to the park (South side).
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
