Background
Davis Playground is located at 845 Meridian Street in Fall River. Amenities include a baseball field and a few play elements. 
Key Accessibility Issues
Major accessibility issues include:
· Lack of an accessible route that connects all elements in the park. 
· Play elements are old and in disrepair and lack a surface that is stable, firm and slip resistant.

Order of Magnitude Cost Estimates
· Provide an accessible route that connects all elements in the park.

· Replace play elements with accessible play equipment and provide an accessible route around the playground and to each play component (poured in place rubber*).
*Note: The Massachusetts Architectural Access Board (MAAB) does not consider engineered wood fiber (EWF) to comply with its regulation requiring an accessible route to each play component and around the playground.
· Provide accessible parking spaces.
