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Fire Department Headquarters
Year Built: 2002
Background
The Fall River Fire Department Headquarters is located at 140 Commerce Drive. The building is home to the fire department and administrative offices for the Fall River Fire Department. 
There are two parking lots near the building. The parking lot located on the south side of the building has seven (7) parking spaces including one accessible car parking space. The second parking lot is located on the north side of the building and has 43 parking spaces including two (2) car accessible parking spaces. This parking lot is typically used by staff, but has ten (10) dedicated parking spaces for visitors to use during training days. 

The accessible entrance to the fire station is located on the south side of the building (Commerce Drive). An emergency exit is located near the training room on the north side of the building – this emergency exit is not accessible. 

The building houses fire fighters and administrative staff, two (2) staffed service counters and a training room in the rear. The training room is used by members of the public during City organized training events. Men’s and women’s multi-user toilets rooms are located near the main lobby, additional toilet rooms (a multi-user men’s toilet room and a single-user women’s toilet room) are located near the training room.
Key Accessibility Issues
Emergency Exit
A key accessibility issue is the lack of an accessible emergency egress route from the training room located on the north side of the building.
Parking

Accessibility issues include a lack of van accessible parking spaces at both parking lots and lack of identification signs at the accessible car parking spaces. The accessible parking space located on the south side of the building has a running slope slightly higher than the maximum allowed. 
Signage

Accessibility issues include a lack of compliant egress and designation signs with raised characters and braille and signs not located on the latch side of the door. 
Toilet Rooms
Minor accessibility issues at the toilet rooms include lack of insulated pipes at the lavatories, mirrors higher than the maximum allowed, flush control not located on the open/transfer side of the toilet (men’s toilet room) and paper toilet dispensers that protrude into the circulation path. 
Order of Magnitude Cost Estimates
· Renovation to parking lots: $1,200
· Renovation to route from emergency exit to parking lot: $13,277
· Compliant egress and designation signs: $2,174
· Renovation to toilet rooms: $2,723
