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Globe Fire Station
Year Built: 1951
Background
The Globe Fire Station is located at 659 Globe Street and is one of the six (6) fire stations that encompass the Fire Department in Fall River. The fire station is a two (2) story building with a staff area located on the second floor.

The main entrance to the fire station is on Globe Street – the entrance is not accessible. This entrance also serves as one of the building’s emergency exits; an additional emergency exit is located on the south side of the building, but that exit is not currently in use. 
An employee parking lot is located on the north side of the building where there are ten (10) parking spaces. There is no visitor parking at this fire station, on-street parking is available on Fenner Street and Globe Street. 
Key Accessibility Issues
Entrances
The major accessibility issue is the lack of an accessible entrance and exit. 
Signage

The major accessibility issue is the lack of compliant signage. This includes lack of compliant designation signs (braille and raised characters), lack of tactile egress signs (braille and raised characters) and lack of directional signs.

Toilet Rooms
The main accessibility issue is the lack of an accessible single-use toilet room.
Note: The toilet room at the fire station is not for public use.

· Lack of an accessible service counter.

· Lack of accessible door hardware.
